Accommodation
Guests stay in our main lodge (An Taigh Mór – ‘The Big House’) or one of our forest lodges. We have a maximum site 
occupancy of 150. All buildings have Freesat & WiFi.

An Taigh Mór

Sleeps 58 (can extend to 60). Bedrooms sleep 1 - 6 all en-suite. Commercial catering kitchen, dining room, coffee bar, 

common room, meeting rooms, visiting staff room, AV capabilities room.

Hillend Lodge
Sleeps 18: 1 twin, 4 x 4 bedded 
(bunk beds) all en-suite. Wheelchair 
accessible. Lounge/kitchen/dining 
room, drying room, outdoor seating 
area/small deck. 

Caerketton Lodge
Sleeps 17 (can be extended to 18) 
in 5 bedrooms – some en-suite. 
Large modern well equipped 
kitchen/dining room with access to 
large outdoor deck. TV lounge.

Sgorans Lodge
Sleeps 16 in 8 bedrooms.  4 bath/

shower rooms. 2 kitchens, 2 lounges, 

2 dining areas, large conservatory 

meeting area, drying cupboards. 

Outside deck/seating area.

Anderson Lodge
Sleeps 10/11 in 4 bedrooms with 2 
bath/shower rooms. Large lounge/
dining room. Well equipped 
kitchen.  

Ptarmigan Lodge
Sleeps 6 in 3 bedrooms. 1 

bathroom, 1 shower room. 

Comfortable lounge/dining & 

kitchen area, drying cupboard. 

Outside deck/seating area.

Camp Huts
12 comfortable forest glade situated 

well insulated camps huts each 

sleeping 2. Shower/toilet facilities 

nearby.
